On a clear, moonless night, far away from city lights, you can see about 
1,500 stars.

How many stars can you see in Chicagoland?
Lights from Chicago shine up into the night sky where they bounce off 
of water vapor, dust, and other material to make the sky seem to glow.  
This glow, or light pollution, drowns out all but the brightest stars in the 
sky.

3. Holding the frame out as far as you can without pulling off the string, look through the            

    frame and count the number of stars you see. Repeat five times, recording the number    

    each time.  

4. Record the day, time, and weather conditions, too, and then visit our website to enter  

     your information in our database.  Compare your findings to others!
